Director’s Report

Decs Update

*Larry said he would provide additional information on motor screenings for LD.
*Larry said they had two consultant positions and a secretary position open
*He said to encourage districts to use ARRA funds for PD, specifically Fall Conference and the International Conference in April. 
*OSEP verification data is in.  The special conditions that had been placed on Kentucky have been lifted. Correction of noncompliance within one year was the first area addressed.  Due process hearings and findings were the second area addressed.  The third area was the state looking at disproportionality for LRE and disciplinary actions.
* Districts will be notified 2 weeks before the site visit.  Any district that is disproportionate will either have a site visit or desk audit.
*State Advisory Panel is meeting in the Big East Coop in October.  Dyslexia is going to be on the agenda.  
*Larry requested last month we send in the last DoSE sign in sheet for advisory council.  He will be doing this periodically.

Sensory Screening
*Andy is the lead on Sensory screenings.  The deaf/blind project will come to your district to screen students.  Directors will need to get the names and addresses of kids with hearing loses, twelve and older and send to Andy.  November 4th & 5th was chosen as a good time for the screening.  Also, the last week of October was second choice.
*Stephanie Aldridge said the areas in which districts are under ultizing medicade are: nursing, transportation, instructional aide time with severe students, and the purchase of assistive technology.
*No one had issues to take to State Advisory Panel.  If you think of something, email Pam.
*The group decided that the consultants should present when they have something special.  The consultants will put together a list of the trainings they do.  The group would also like what schools they have done their trainings for.
*Liz Brewer is now the Associate Director at Caveland.  Pam will be the support for Directors.  Liz will be the support for staff.
*The new regional autism team will consist of a couple of people from each district.  It is really important that you choose the right people.  They will receive a lot of training and information and will go back to the district and train others.  There will be guidelines to help you select these people.  Deb and Paula will help you.
