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The purpose and process of our work:


Consultants provide training and support to help teachers acquire essential competencies.   


Consultants collect teacher level data on the acquisition of identified competencies. 


Data collected are analyzed by the Co-op consultants’ PLC to improve professional development and technical assistance provided at state and regional levels.





What participating districts and teachers should know:





Participation is optional for districts and teachers. 





Confidentiality is maintained.  Identifying information (names of teachers, schools, and districts) is kept by the local consultant.  No identifying information is shared at the school, district, regional or state level.





Data collected are NOT intended as a performance evaluation of teachers.  It is an assessment of the effectiveness of professional development and technical assistance provided by the cooperative consultant and will not be shared with district personnel to be used in the formal evaluation of teachers.
