Indicator 3 Suggestions
Use the NCLB  Data Tool Calculator to identify how many students of each subgroup need to be proficient in order to reach the AMO. 

1.)  Select the appropriate tab – for either an elementary, middle, or high school or for the district.
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2.)  From page 3 of the NCLB report, type the numbers in the “No. Students” column into the “Number of Students” column in the NCLB Data Tool Calculator.  Repeat this process for mathematics using page 4 of the NCLB report.
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3.)  In the gray column, on the NCLB Data Tool Calculator will be displayed the number of students for that subgroup that need to score proficient in order to make AYP.
Use the student data tool to look at individual students.
1.)  Open the SDT, choose the appropriate school or load all.

2.) Click “Tested”

3.) Click “Data by Demographics” 
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4.) Under “IEP”, click yes

5.) Under “504”, click yes

6.) Check the “-OR-“ box
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7.) Click print

8.) For students who have not reached proficiency, look at:

· Scores for Reading and Math – What will it take to move them to proficiency?

· Other subgroup information – Which students belong to more than one subgroup?  (Go back to the Data by Demographics screen and select Free/Red Lunch and Ethnicity to yield a list of students who belong to multiple subgroups.)


· Attendance

· Grades

· ESS or other interventions

· Placement  - gen ed, resource, special class, etc.

· Name and Claim?  Mentors?
