*House Bill 109 Dyslexia/RtI, is currently in the approations committee.  The barrier will be the cost of 75 million dollars.

*Larry talked about “Race to the Top” and suggests you read the executive summary of the grant.

*Larry talked about House Bill 176 addressing the lowest 5% of our schools.  He also talked about the amount of money that would be available for those schools through Title 1.
 *Desk audits are continuing state wide.  We continue to identify students with a disability without documenting what adverse effect that disability is having on the educational performance.

*OSEP is demanding that the state department issue sanctions against districts that continue to have problems.

*Larry said districts need to have a school psychologist on staff.  This has come from a couple of different directions.

*Sammy talked about desk audits.  They will be looking at verification of data of indicatiors 11, 12 and thirteen.

*Paula Goff spoke about the changes in pre-school funding formulas.  This has not passed yet.
*There is an issue about indicator 13 and correcting the non-compliance.  There will probably be a webinar.
