KCMP Discussion
Pam stated that she had shared our directors’ input with the KCMP state workgroup.  At the meeting, the group voted on a three times per year reporting period rather than four times per year. DECS staff requested that the KCMP to closer mirror the APR report.  The group also recommended that the KCMP indicators be aligned with state data as it is released from KDE throughout the year.   Larry Taylor will consider the recommendations of that group and make the final decisions.

Pam also asked everyone to review last year’s KCMP activities to ensure that all of your activities have been completed and attach all documentation. (E.g. sign in sheets, etc.)

Ms. Simmons asked when District Determinations would be coming out.  (Update:  Larry reported during KYCASE that DECS is working on determinations and they will be out soon.)

 Coop Network Update
· Larry talked about the upcoming Standards Work and Senate Bill I.  The district teams have been asked to add an additional special education team member to their teams.  Pam strongly suggested that everyone include a special education team member and stated that we need to take advantage of this opportunity that Larry Taylor has made available to our special educators.  Pam will see if George Wilson can add our Directors’ to his mailing list for the “Standards Work”.

· Barb Kibler is retiring and Soraya Matthews and Wilton McMillan will be sharing her job responsibilities.

· Kentucky received their state determination letter and we received a “Meets Requirements” Letter from OSEP.  This is cause for celebration!

· Larry will be finalizing our allocations and getting those out to the Special Education Cooperatives across the state soon.

· He also mentioned that there would not be funding for the HSE and the 16 Network Facilitators for the Standards Work in the budget for 2011-12 school year.

· Some districts received their “Disproportionate” notification and then, KDE recalculated and we only have one district that was still considered disproportionate.

· There has been some talk about merging technical centers and vocational schools.  This would be a consolidation and funding issue.  Please just be aware that this may happen.

Don Johnston Presentation

Don Johnston has contacted us about an assistive technology presentation that the company would like to do for us.  We could do this several different ways: a separate day or an afternoon presentation after an Advisory Council meeting?  This would be an opportunity for us to learn more about AAC and try to keep up with how fast that technology changes.  Mary Simmons shared that they have created an “Assistive Technology Team” in Warren Co. & it will be lead by Christy Bryce.  Alisha Richardson shared several success stories with a 17 year old and a preschool student from Caverna Independent Schools.  Also, she shared that Apple does several webinars from their website.
