Encourage district participation in TDHH and interpreter cadre meetings both at the regional and state level.  Will attempt to rotate the cadre meetings between Bowling Green, Owensboro, and Elizabethtown.
Fall Conference in Louisville, November, will have good sessions on DHH issues.
SERID (Southeast Regional Institute on Deafness) in October, which only comes to Kentucky once every seven or eight years, will be excellent for TDHH, interpreters, and families.
Will try rescheduling a Visual Phonics workshop in the region sometime this year.  Would need at least twenty-three participants (SLP’s, TDHH, special ed teachers) at $100 per to cover costs.
