KCMP Discussion
KCMP Documents and Instruction Manual will be distributed electronically by September 1.  Some changes this year are:
Data 

Data for Indicators 5, 9/10, 11 and 12 will be pre-populated into the KCMP Self-Assessment document.  Data for Indicator 3 will come from the district NCLB report that is scheduled for release in late September 2010.  

Correction of Non-compliance

Indicator 15, Correction of Non-compliance, was reviewed one time last year and was focused on the district’s systemic practices for identifying and correcting non-compliances.  This year, the district will identify areas of non-compliance that have not yet been cited by KDE and will document the district’s activities to immediately correct them.

Indicator 3

Achievement for students with disabilities will be reviewed during the fall reporting period at the same time that districts across the state are receiving and analyzing their achievement data.  The KCMP asks districts to document how special education was included in district-wide analysis of achievement data.  Another key function is to identify root causes that have been determined to contribute to the overall district performance and specifically to students with disabilities.

Description of Previous Activities and Effectiveness

 The section for the explanation of the root cause has been removed and has been replaced with a question asking the district to review the activities that have been previously implemented and to evaluate their effectiveness.  Activities that have been determined to be yielding the desired effect may be continued while activities that have not been effective should be discontinued and replaced with other activities that are more likely to address the identified root cause.

Director’s Report
 Coop Network Update
· There is a policy letter that will be coming out soon from the department that will provide guidance on eligibility determination.  There will be a session about the policy letter at the Fall Conference.
· Larry will be sending out an email encouraging districts to appropriately expend the balance of their ARRA funds.
· District determinations have been made and will be made public soon.

· A5 and A6 schools have high percentages of special education students and that is drawing attention from legislators.  It is suggested that you review your child counts for those programs in your district to determine if there are disproportionate numbers of students with disabilities.
KAAP and SPLASH Update
· KAAP for new teachers will be held Sept. 9 from 8:30 to 3:30 at Moss Middle School.  Teachers with 1 to 3 years experience are encouraged to attend and can register online.
· Some districts have received a letter about teachers who did not follow KAPP guidelines last year.  Those teachers are being required to attend 3 hours of training.  If you have received a letter, let Deb know and she will provide the training for those teachers.

· SPLASH applications were disseminated through the DoSE list serv recently.  Please sign up new FMD teachers.  They should be teachers with 1 to 3 years of experience who are not in their KTIP year.

Standards Update
Tammy Stephens has offered to provide an overview of the standards training for Directors of Special Education.  Pam asked if there was a need for that.  Every director who was present at the meeting reported that they are already attending standards trainings through their district teams so there is no need for an additional update.
TEACCH Training
It has been about 5 years since we brought TEACCH training to our region.  Pam asked if it is time to bring it back.  Directors overwhelmingly reported that they would like to bring it back.  Many directors reported that they would have teachers who would attend the training at an estimated cost of around $500.

Rhonda talked about what a great experience being on the board has been for her.  She encouraged others to become involved.  She also noted that, although we have a very high rate of membership in CASE in our region, we are still not at 100%.  She encourages all directors to join CEC and CASE.
