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Instructions for Calculating Dropout Rate in Completing FAPE 2.2
Disclaimer: The KCMP Workgroup has attempted to provide a systematic and consistent method of obtaining the information needed in completing the data collection for each indicator.  The steps outlined in this document are one method that directors may pursue in accessing the necessary information from STIDistrict of STIOffice that will assist them in completing the KCMP report. FAPE 2.2: Drop-out rates for students with disabilities are comparable to those for students without disabilities.

To access information from the STIDistrict or STIOffice data files, you will need to work with the individual in your district (e.g., DPP) who is able to generate the necessary district-wide reports.  You may also obtain the information from individual schools by requesting the reports from the designated individual at each school (e.g., the attendance secretary).

STEP 1: Request the “School Counts” report for December 2 for students in grades 9- 12 and grade 14, if applicable, from STIDistrict of STIOffice  This will give you the total number of students in these grades by adding together the individual grade totals.

STEP 2: Using the December 1 Child Count, subtract the number of students with disabilities in grades 9 – 12 and grade 14, if applicable, from the total count in Step 1.  

ALTERNATE STEP 2:  You may have the capability of generating a “School Counts” report through STIDistrict or STIOffice that will allow you to select a filter for the special education students (grades 9 –12) according to specific codes that have been entered through STISets.  The filters you may choose include “sp_educ_1” (by placement codes) or “sp_educ_2” (by eligibility codes).

STEP 3: Obtain the listing of students in grades 9 – 12 and grade 14, if applicable, who were counted as drop-outs for the school year from the November Nonacademic Data Report, which will provide a final and complete number of students who were drop-outs  from the previous school year.  (This may be worksheets or other system used by the district to complete the web-based Nonacademic Data Report.  See attached sample of worksheet page from the 06-07 Guidelines).
STEP 4:  Enter the total number of students without disabilities (grades 9 – 12) in the first cell of the KCMP Reporting Instrument.
STEP 5:  Enter the number of students without disabilities (grades 9- 12) who were counted as drop-outs in the second cell.
STEP 6:  Enter the total number of students with disabilities counted as drop outs (grades 9 – 12 and grade 14, if applicable) in the fourth cell of the Data file.

STEP 9:  Enter the number of students with disabilities (grades 9 – 12 and grade 14, if applicable) in the fifth cell.

The calculations will be automatically entered in cells 3, 6 and 7.
