Call to Order and Introductions

The Caveland Educational Support Center Advisory Council met for its monthly meeting on May 22, at the GRREC Office and Training Facility.  
KCMP Discussion

* Pam offered to volunteer to help any director with understanding what activities they need to complete based on the letters they are receiving.

* The term “substantially compliant” is used by OSEP to describe the performance of a state when it is 95% or above.  That term may not be used to describe a district’s performance on a compliance indicators since the law requires districts to be at 100% compliance.
* The flow of KCMP is very important this year.  The data analysis should clearly lead to the primary cause.  The activities should be created to specifically address the cause.
* Questions were brought up about 504-Pam stated that Pat Guthrie had advised waiting till fall 2009 for an administrator training.  Pam will follow up with her again.
* Districts continue to do activities to increase an awareness of cultural issues.  Eligibility Practices is another area of concern.

* Logan County is giving two assessments to any new referrals of children from minorities as a check and balance for cultural sensitivity of testing instruments.
* Dr. Patti Whetstone shared that in Wyoming they always administered two instruments, the WISC and another non-verbal testing to all students.  
* Shelia asked for a list of tests that are not culturally biased.  This entire month’s copy of the NASP publication was on culturally biased assessments.  Dr. Whetstone will forward the journal to Pam.

* Alisha said that she allows ESL students to attend preschool.

* Pam strongly encouraged everyone to attend the webinar hosted here at GRREC on Indicators 1, 2 & 13.
* Eddy Wilder had sent an email regarding compliance issues for indicator 13.  Forty districts have been corrected, but 21 are still out of compliance.  They have until May 8, 2010 but KDE would like those corrected before then, if possible.

* June meeting with superintendents and directors – River Region suggested having Larry meet with superintendents and directors to communicate the importance of KCMP.  The date will be June 26 at 10:00 am, which is the next scheduled F Troop meeting.  GRREC has offered to provide lunch.  Discussion of ARRA funds will be included.  After some discussion, the group decided to cancel our regular June meeting, which was scheduled to be at Pam’s house.  Instead, we will have our December meeting at Pam’s.  Prior to the June 26 meeting with superintendents, Pam will email the regional report to directors for their review.  On June 26, we will briefly convene for the purpose of accepting the regional report.
