

Student A:  Bradley- High School Student

Bradley is in all regular classes. He is very bright with cognitive scores falling in the above average range.  However, his grades are not always commensurate with his cognitive functioning, primarily due to difficulty with organization and difficulty with task initiation. Bradley is very polite and well mannered.  He is very sweet and at times has a dry sense of humor. Bradley is well liked by his peers. Typically, adults think that he is funnier than his peers do.  He is very literal in his understanding of typical teen-age humor and often doesn’t get jokes. Bradley doesn’t often interact with other peers during transitions between classes and during lunch. However, while in core academic classes Bradley often will ask well thought out questions and will participate in class discussions that are of interest to him.  He has difficulty initiating task but once he gets started is able to complete work independently. Bradley prefers classes such as computers, math, and science for a variety of reasons.  These areas are strong academic areas for him.  His understanding of the curriculum in these areas often surpasses those of his typical peers.  These classes are also more concrete and require less writing and he can be resistant to completing lengthy writing activities. He has difficulty organizing his material which affects his ability to complete assignments at home and returned to school.  Bradley communicates with adults and peers when they initiate, but often doesn’t initiate conversation unless it’s about his specific area of interest, which is Star Wars.  Bradley has very well developed computer skills and is able to use a variety of computer programs to create projects or designs independently.  During class he will sometimes ask questions or make comments unrelated to the topic at hand.    Bradley is sensitive to the way foods look and smell and will often gag if the appearance or smell doesn’t suit him. Bradley will often pace during breaks in instruction or at the end of the day.  Bradley is very literal in following rules.  He is, at times, resistant to receiving help (shortened assignments, scribe) as he perceives this is cheating.  Bradley demonstrates anxiety and will at times hyper ventilate.   Bradley consistently uses negative self talk (i.e. just throw me in the trash).  He takes medication for depression and has periods where he goes through more severe depression which exacerbates other areas.  Other than fatiguing easily he has age appropriate motor skills.
