                                                                       Student C:  Jason- Elementary School Student
 Jason is a third grade student. He receives all of his academic instruction in a self-contained classroom, but is with his same age peers for music, physical education, art, and computer. He enjoys watching Disney movies and playing with Thomas the Train. His favorite color is blue, which he wears each day. He enjoys country music, especially Taylor Swift and Carrie Underwood. He also enjoys building with Legos or blocks.  Jason recognizes numbers 1-5. He also recognizes the letters in his name and will reproduce the letters “o” and ”n” in his name from a model utilizing backward chaining.  He has a very limited verbal vocabulary, but does speak the words  “go” “mo” for “more” and “Tuck”, short for his dog Tucker. He also exhibits some Echolalia when he hears the songs from his Disney movies. Jason communicates utilizing a picture exchange system. He voluntarily carries his communication book with him and utilizes it in all areas of the school. In observation of Jason, he follows one and two step directions, but language must be very limited and specific to the task. Jason prefers to play alone, even when he is in a group of peers. He will sit alone, becoming very upset if another student invades his “space”. When he is outside or at recess, he will often walk the perimeter of the playground and not participate in the activities. Jason is very friendly with adults, but often has behavioral issues with other students, especially during non-structured times as well as transitions during class and between activities. He will often hit and attempt to bite other students that attempt to play with an item that he perceives as his own. Morning assembly often presents difficulty for Jason. He often reacts to the spontaneous noise level and movement required in the gym. Fire drills and unexpected announcements will often create behavioral issues within the school setting. Transitions are often difficult for Jason. In the classroom when transitions are predicted through visual supports, Jason is able to handle the transition with success. However, in the school settings, such as the lunchroom, playground, or “specials”, Jason often sits in the floor and screams when transitions occur in this setting. Jason often puts objects in his mouth and will chew erasers and other soft items. Jason wanders away from his designated seat or area of the classroom during whole group activities such as calendar time  or activities which last 20-30 minutes in length.  He can complete tasks that utilize picture cues but requires physical prompting to begin the task as well as verbal prompting to assist him in focused completion of the task. Jason utilizes a visual supports throughout his day, including a visual schedule.
