Lisa is a seventh grade student.  She receives all of her academic instruction in a self-contained classroom, but eats lunch and breakfast with her same age peers. Peer tutors are in the self-contained classroom for support during three periods of the day.  Skype is used Lisa to participate in regular education science class.  Lisa enjoys watching YouTube to view videos on connecting electronic devices, domino setups and other repetitive sequential actions with various objects, and writing instruction manuals for these types of videos. She enjoys building with Lego’s and dominos.   Lisa may be described as a picky eater.  If she does not like the items on the menu, Lisa will make ramen noodles with garlic and Kool-aid as a substitute.  Lisa has a very good verbal vocabulary; however, there are definite gaps in communicating her wants and needs.  Lisa has significant articulation errors, but will spell the word if the listener has difficulties understanding her.  Lisa has significant difficulties following verbal instructions.  Her speech quality may be described as unusual with robotic intonation.  Lisa has very strong memory skills.  Lisa reads various materials from the computer primarily and does not like to read from a book unless insisted upon.  She does not decode words, but reads using her memory.  She can do two digits without carrying and without a calculator.  She has problems with word problems and application to real life.  Her performance is inconsistent depending upon stress level.  Lisa may be described as having an atypical weak grasp and awkward gait.  Lisa especially hates handwriting and prefers keyboarding.  Lisa’s gross motor skills are poor; Lisa prefers to play alone or engaged in parallel play situations. She has difficulties with waiting, joining activities with others and turn taking. Lisa will sit alone, becoming very upset if another student invades her “space”. When Lisa attempts to initiate an interaction, she will approach the person and lean her head against them.  During lunch, Lisa prefers to be by herself.  Typically Lisa is positions herself at the end of a table away from others.  If peers sit near her, Lisa ignores them.  Lisa usually finishes lunch early, but self-entertains until lunch is over. Transitions are often difficult for Lisa. In the classroom when transitions are predicted through visual supports, Lisa is able to handle the transition better, but still has some difficulties.   When angry or frustrated, Lisa will stream, curse, spit, hit, kick, bite, and pull hair.  When especially upset, Lisa will hit her nose and strip off clothing.  The triggers for aggressive acts are transitioning from a preferred to nonpreferred activity, lack of visual supports, and illness.
