The purpose of an FBA is to determine why he or she is engaging in inappropriate behavior. We do this by looking at the “purpose” of the behavior, or what “function” the behavior is serving for the student. Examples of functions of behavior include attention from peers or adults (whether positive or negative), power and control (over students or teacher or situation), escape and avoidance (of task or situation), or sensory stimulation. Every behavior has a purpose and a person will continue to exhibit that behavior because it works for getting the person what he or she wants. Our challenge is to find out how a specific behavior works for a student. To help identify the function of this student’s behavior, please answer the following questions. 1. Describe the problem behaviors in specific and observable terms:
When transition is requested—throwing objects, kicking, biting, pulling hair, spitting—toward person requesting transition


2. When and where do the behaviors occur?
All areas when transitions are requested


3. Is the behavior directed toward someone or toward property? If so, who or what is it directed toward?
Directed toward person requesting transition and items used i.e. clocks

Requesting transition
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6. What usually happens after the student exhibits the behavior?
Ignore—sensory—redirect to activity

7. What do you think is the purpose of the behavior?
Difficulty stopping/starting and transition


8. What are some appropriate replacement behaviors that would serve the same purpose for the student?
Communication supports to say “I want----“


9. What are the barriers that might make it difficult to change?
Inconsistency in rewards desired; factors i.e. noise in room; support staff



10. What are some resources or rewards that might help in changing his behavior?
Calling grandmother; dominos, Legos; social stories; dry erase communication
