	Escape
	DRA
	Remove demands for an appropriate alternative response.

	
	DRC
	Remove demands for an alternative, communicative response.

	Automatic
	Replacement
	Provide an alternative, acceptable activity/behavior.

	
	DRC
	Provide an alternative, acceptable activity/behavior contingent upon communicative response.
