	Data Analysis

	The Allen County District Review Team analyzed data from both the No Child Left Behind Adequate Yearly Progress Report-2009 
and the information from KDE Student Data Tool Report.  The DRT found that the Participation in Reading was 164 students enrolled and 164 students were tested for a 100% participation rate. In Math there were 164 students enrolled and 164 students tested for a 100% participation rate. 
In looking at the rate of Proficiency for Students with IEP’s needed to meet NCLB Targets, the data shows that the State Target was 39.82% in the area Reading and the State Target in Math was 38%. The Allen County District Data in Reading was 40.27% Proficient and in Math our district had 49.62% of the students with IEP’s at the Proficient level. In the areas of reading and math our district exceeded the State Target. In the area of Reading Allen County surpassed the target by 0.45 and the surpassed the Math target by 11.62 %. 
Our District and schools are tracking assessment data on with and without disabilities through Think-Link data, GRADE, GMADE, Dibbels, etc. Through this information the principals can identify students that need individual assistance. The district also looked at where students with disabilities receive services. Our district strives to include our students with disabilities at least 80% of their day in the general education setting. In the area of core content all ECE students have access to the core curriculum, at grade level. Assessment in our district is taking on a new face. Formative Assessments are allowing teachers to set individual goals for students. Our district has addressed instructional practices; one example is pairing teachers with students to assure positive relationships throughout the year, so that during assessment they will have more success. Formative and summative evaluations are making a difference as well. The district is identifying students that are not meeting benchmarks on NCLB targets. Interventions are being implemented with these students. We have initiated the KSI (Kentucky System of Interventions) process district wide for academic and behavior. We feel all data has been used to build these intervention strategies for individual students. The principals have created intervention classes to support these students.

	Explanation and Evidence of Root Causes

	The District Review Team analyzed the NCLB data and determined the success of our students has been due to our instructional practices. The determined root cause: “Instructional practices and interventions are specifically selected to meet the individual needs of the student and progress is tracked to modify instructional practices.” 
Our Superintendent has met with the Administrative group monthly to discuss instructional practices. Each building Principal has presented their C-SIP information, including their methods of instructional practices in Reading and Math interventions. 

Principals and Central Office staff have worked together to target intervention methods such as Math Whiz, Learning Today, Lexia, Reading Plus and Plugged into reading, Reading First and Early Reading First initiatives. 
The DoSE, Behavior Analyst, Assistant Superintendent and Principals are working on behavior strategies to add to KYCID to help the district with behavior interventions that will help our students achieve.

Formative and Summative Assessments and PLC’s (Professional Learning Communities) are playing a huge role in the success of all students in our district. Putting the pieces together in Thoughtful Ed, literacy, interventions and formative/summative assessment is showing tremendous effectiveness with many students in our district. There is district data in each building to support this area.

	The survey is comprised of 25 questions related to family engagement/involvement of parents and families who currently have a child receiving special education services. The paper-based survey is distributed to a sample of districts yearly; however, all parents statewide may access the survey online during the Spring.  Our district is currently doing the following activities to help parents with the post-secondary transition process. Listed are activities and/or resources the district currently has in place, such as transition fairs, transition manuals, etc.

1. The Allen County School District is currently participating in the Transition Fair at Western Ky University.

2. The DoSE has formed a District Transition Team and meets regularly to determine the districts needs in Transition. These needs can be met, so that the child and parent will have the resources available to them to meet their transition needs.

3. The DoSE has assigned a District Transition Team Leader to guide the team and will assist in getting teachers information to give to the parents in their annual review meetings.

4. The District Transition Leader is working with the DoSE and Caveland Consultant to produce a Transition Handbook for the ECE teachers to have a resource for themselves and parents.

5. The DoSE and two teachers are currently a part of the Regional Transition Team. This allows new information and resources to be brought back to the District.

6. The ECE Teachers are assuring that Transition Activities are meaningful for the ECE Students, according to their needs. More transition testing is being completed and results given to the students and to the parents.

7. The District is currently in the process of looking into the purchase of Career Scope for all students. This will give additional transition guidance to the students and to their parents.
8. The Middle School has a community Job Fair in the building once per year for the students to actively participate in. Each student is given a life situation and a budget and travels through the fair to complete the items given and they must try to stay within their purchasing power of their allotted finances. This is a great learning tool for transition.

9. The High School has a parent night for the seniors to discuss scholarships etc for the seniors.

10.  Transition is an integral part of each senior transition meeting at the end of the year.

11.  Parents are encouraged to stay and complete the online survey after their conference or will be given the address to go on line at home to complete the survey.

12.  Our district works very closely with the Regional Caveland Consultant with groups of teachers or on an individual basis to assure that we are providing the best transition services possible.

13. We are a part of the Community Based Work Transition Program and have a wonderful Job Coach for this program.
