	Data Analysis

	According to the No Child Left Behind Adequate Yearly Progress Report-2009, Butler County Schools’ students with IEPs achieved 100% participation in the 2008/2009 school year KCCT assessment.  156 students with IEPs were assessed in reading and math.  

Butler County met the adequate yearly progress in math, but not reading.   We also did not meet the annual measurable objective in either subject area. 

Butler County students with IEPs scored 42.40% proficient in math, with a target of 38%.  Both elementary schools and the middle school met AYP.  The high school fell far below AYP with 0% reaching proficiency in math.  Based on the Student Data Tool, there were 16 students tested in the eleventh grade and 13 scored novice.  Three students scored apprentice, with one participating in the alternate assessment. 
Butler County students with IEPs scored 39.69% proficient in reading, with a target of 39.82%.  The students barely missed AYP on the district level.  Again, both elementary schools did well, but the middle and high schools fell short of their goal.  Sadly, the high school scored 0% proficiency in reading.  The rate has never been high, but the 2008/2009 school year is the lowest in district history.  The average rate of proficiency seems to be falling.  In 2008, Butler County High School scored 6% proficient in reading and in 2007; the school scored 31% proficient.      

Race and free/reduced lunch groups met annual yearly progress. 

The NCLB Data Tool Calculator helped me determine the number of special education students our district needs to score proficient on the 2009/2010 KCCT.  Morgantown Elementary needs 24 out of 29 to reach proficiency in reading and 20 out of 29 to reach proficiency in math.  North Butler Elementary needs 26 out of 33 students to reach proficiency and 22 out of 33 in math.  Butler County Middle School requires 42 out of 55 to score proficient in reading and 35 out of 55 in math.  Butler County High School has to have 16 out of 21 to score proficient in reading and 12 out of 19 in math.

	Explanation and Evidence of Root Causes

	Butler County High School has a small population of students with special needs that are provided services in a resource setting.  The moderate to severe classroom students are resourced more often.  Until the present school year, teachers worked with students only during class and didn’t get to know each pupil and learn about their disabilities and capabilities.  

The students were responsible for listening to lectures and taking notes in most classes and then having tests read to them and responses scribed for them when needed.   The special education teachers didn’t give instruction and didn’t check with students for retention or offer remediation in the collaborative setting.  The special education teachers only checked notes and read and/or scribed when a test was given.  The teachers were unaware of their students’ needs.
KCCT results were not looked at by the special education staff and most were not made aware of testing results by the building administrators.  Teachers took no responsibility for their students’ results.
