	Hart County had 100% participation for students with disabilities in reading and math.  Previous years’ data indicate 100% participation rate for students with disabilities in reading and math.

   07-08   Reading 62.91%  Math 63.11%   --SIGNIFICANTLY SURPASSED STATE TARGET
   08-09   Reading 74.24%  Math  66.67%  --SIGNIFICANTLY SURPASSED STATE TARGET  
Hart County made AYP in reading and math for the past three years.  However, upon analyzing school data, we found the sample was too small for the disability subgroups for each school to get a valid score for AYP purposes.  All schools met AYP for all students which include the students with disabilities.  

Within each school we found that the elementary (grades K-8) significantly surpassed the state target for all students.  We found that the high school was not performing as well as the elementary schools, although they met the state targets.

	Explanation and Evidence of Root Causes

	All staff has high expectations for students with disabilities and their instructional practices reflect that belief.  Hart County has a mentoring program where students with disabilities are paired with a staff member.  They build a relationship with that student throughout the entire year.  Pairs are kept together for consecutive years.  
Hart County administers learning checks twice a year.  This data is used to drive instruction in order to meet individual needs.  Data from universal assessments such as GRADE, GMADE, and TPRO is analyzed.  Instructional practices and interventions are specifically selected to meet the individual needs of the student and progress is tracked to modify instructional practices. 

We believe relationships have been formed over several years with students and their mentors at the elementary level, however, upon entering the high school; the assigned mentor has not had the adequate time or the opportunity to establish the same level of relationship. 

Included with the CDIP are four activities to improve achievement of students with disabilities in reading and math.  They included: (1) weekly monitoring to ensure implementation of the IEP (2) regular education and collaborative teachers will collaborate weekly to ensure that modifications were being taught, reviewed, and implemented, (3) use of appropriate technology resources to help students access the core content, and (4) pair students with disabilities with a specific person to accommodate for student throughout the testing process as well as provide students with accommodations during district learning checks.
