	Data Analysis

	Data Analysis: 
 Participation Rate-Metcalfe County did not meet the state target rate for 100% participation in statewide assessment for 2008-2009. One hundred thirty-five students participated out of 137. Metcalfe County’s participation rate is 99%. Two students moved out of the district and could not be located during the testing window. The DRT determined that these were situations the district could not control. 

Metcalfe County did not reach the state target of 39.82% proficiency for students with IEP’s in Reading. Metcalfe’s percent proficient for the district was 28%. The DRT wanted to look at each school’s percent proficient and used the student data tool. North Metcalfe’s percent proficient for Reading was - 18%, Edmonton Elementary 30%, Summer Shade Elementary - 69%, Metcalfe County Middle School - 25%, and Metcalfe County High School - 8%. The common factor for the schools that did not have an adequate percentage of proficient readers with IEP’s was determined to be a failure to differintiate instruction in all content areas. The schools that met this goal maintain that purposeful reading connection to real-life activities and strong RTI plans assisted in this area. The district plans to maintain these efforts and use more research-based interventions and programs to assist all students.  It was also noted that due to walk-throughs, observations, PLCs, and meetings with school staff, RTI programs were stronger in the elementary schools.  
 Metcalfe County did reach the state proficiency target in Math of 38%. Metcalfe’s math proficiency rate was 39%. A school by school break-down is as follows: North Metcalfe Elementary - 45%, Edmonton Elementary - 34%, Summer Shade Elementary - 56%, Metcalfe County Middle School - 50%, and Metcalfe County High School - 21%. Schools that made the target credited the Math Alliance and strong collaboration among special and general education teachers as their key to success. It is interesting that the DRT found that schools who did not meet this goal found that the failure to differentiate instructions is the reason. 
Students, who participate in state testing by alternate assessment, were included in the data analysis. 
The DRT also found it interesting to note that elementary special education teachers hold a greater number of folders than do secondary teachers.

Metcalfe County’s trend line has been very consistent over the past four years.   Gains are very small and can hardly be noticed using a trend line.

	Explanation and Evidence of Root Causes

	The DRT concluded numeracy and literacy is of great concern for Metcalfe County Schools. The DRT feels the root cause for the district not meeting the indicator is the failure to differentiate instruction.  This was not evident using data from a voluntary leadership audit at our high school completed in March of this year and teachers from the high school felt that this year, in terms of differentiation, was much better this year than last. The DRT looked at percentages of each school and the high school was the lowest in both reading and math.   There were so few students at the high school level who reached proficiency that this brought the district rate below the state target rate.   The DRT also found it interesting that eight snapshots or observations occurred in the general education environment and no observer could find evidence of differentiation of instruction.
