     Individual student data was reviewed by team members for grade levels which were listed as unreportable, along with alternate assessment data.  The DRT reviewed the Student Data Tool Report by school.  We chose not to report this information as the data could be student identifying.  However, it was available for DRT review.   

     In reviewing the ethnicity breakdown for special education students at R. E. Stevenson Elementary, there was a higher percentage of African Americans proficient and distinguished than white students in math.  

     In reviewing the ethnicity in reading, again a higher percentage of African American students were in this category than white students.  
     At Russellville High School (grades 7-12) the breakdown by ethnicity for special education students showed a higher percentage of white students than African American students were proficient.  

     In math, the breakdown by ethnicity showed only a slight difference with more white students being proficient or distinguished than African Americans.

	Explanation and Evidence of Root Causes

	The DRT examined the following documents:  Russellville Independent Corrective Action Plan for Title One, Part A NCLB Compliance; the Continuous District Improvement Plan; R. E. Stevenson Elementary Comprehensive Improvement Plan; and the Russellville High School Comprehensive School Improvement Plan.  
The following priority needs were listed for each document as pertinent to this data analysis.  

Russellville Independent Schools Continuous District Improvement Plan 2010:
We have not reached 100% proficient.  According to NCLB reports in reading and math, Russellville Independent School District did not make AYP for students who received Free and Reduced lunch and African-American.  The goal was 60.86 in reading for all students.  Free and Reduced students scored 48.08% proficient.  African-American students scored 45.63% proficient.  Russellville Independent met 9 out of 13 goals or 69.2%.  We did not make AYP in math at Russellville Junior and Senior High School.  The goal was 49.73% for all students.  Free and Reduced students scored 48.08% proficient.  African-American scored 45.63% proficient.  We did not make AYP in reading at R. E. Stevenson. The goal was 66.53% for all students.  All students scored 55.70% proficient.  Free and Reduced students scored 44.61% proficient.  African-American students scored 40.43% proficient.  

R. E. Stevenson Elementary Improvement Plan:

Based on the 2009 NCLB the reading index was 55.70 and Math index was 56.01.  

According to the 2009 NCLB Report, Free/Reduced Lunch and African American students did not make AYP in reading.  The 2009 goal for all students in reading was 67.04.  Free/Reduced students scored 44.06.  The 2010 goal for all students in reading is 73.64.  The 2009 goal for all students in math was 51.53.  African-American students scored 30.14 proficiency.  
Free/Reduced students scored 35.07 proficiency in math.  

According to the 2009 IPR, in grades 3-5, the students were below the state mean in almost all sub domains in reading and multiple sub domains in math.  

According to SWIS data, the learning environment in some classrooms may not be conducive to optimal learning.  

SES will provide research based professional development for the purpose of impacting instructional practices and student learning (i.e. Thoughtful Education, Center’s Training, Everyday Math, Reading Mastery, Junior Great Books).
Informed collaborative PLC focus on support for teaching and learning, organizational directions, high performance expectations, creating a learning culture, and developing leadership capacity will be emphasized.  

Russellville High School Comprehensive School Improvement Plan 2009-2010:

According to SBDM committee analysis of the SISI, SWIS data and survey data, there is a need for more consistency in behavior management   and higher expectations for student behavior with a focus on classroom behavior and respect, and a need for fewer class interruptions.  

According to the SBDM committee analysis of the SISI and survey data, there is a need for more opportunities for student assistance that support learning.  The AYP trends have been consistent, although improvement has been made.  
Patterns are difficult to determine, due to our size, although reading seemed to be higher at the high school level rather than elementary level.  At the elementary level, it was dependent on grade level as to what appeared to be higher rather than subject areas.  
Core content access has been facilitated by more collaborative classes.  

Assessment data is utilized to note progress throughout the year by MAP assessments being administered three times a year.  

Based on assessment data students are scheduled for intervention classes at the elementary and high school levels.  Intervention strategies vary but include Read 180, Touchpoint Math, FastMath, web based programs such as multiplication.com, Wiggle Works, and Math Planet.

Each school has identified students who are not achieving.  Data boards are in place at Stevenson Elementary and spreadsheets are utilized at both the high school and elementary level to monitor progress.
