	Data Analysis

	All students enrolled with IEPs in Todd County completed testing in the areas of reading and math during the 2008-2009 school year. According to the Student Data Tool Report, the performance of Todd County’s students with disabilities falls below the state target. In looking at trend data over the past three years, students with disabilities have made negligible progress in both reading and math. When disaggregating data by school, it is evident that students with disabilities in the two elementary schools are outperforming students in the middle and high school. Eighty-three percent of students with disabilities spend 80% or more of their day in the general education classroom. All students are provided access to the core content. While students have access to the core content, sometimes, general education teachers, especially at the middle and high school level, are unsure of how to appropriately differentiate instruction to meet the needs of a variety of learners. However, teachers have received ongoing training regarding evidenced based Thoughtful Education strategies which are used in the general education setting. An RTI system has been developed at each school to address reading and math deficits. However, this system needs to be further refined. Specifically, additional evidence based intervention options need to be made available to students, especially in the area of mathematics. Read 180, an evidenced based reading program, was implemented district-wide and appears to have made a positive impact on reading scores when comparing 2009 KCCT scores to 2010 ThinkLink scores. The ThinkLink assessment provides a prediction of KCCT performance. Students are assessed using common assessments throughout the year and are assessed using ThinkLink three times per year. Based on assessment results, struggling students are identified and monitored using a “Name and Claim” process. Teachers are beginning to conference with students regarding their performance and are setting goals for improvement.

	Explanation and Evidence of Root Causes

	Regarding academic performance in reading and math, elementary students are currently outperforming middle and high school students. The DRT believes that general education teachers at the middle and high school level are less skilled than elementary teachers at appropriately differentiating instruction to meet the needs of a variety of learners. An RTI system is in place at each school. The district is beginning to see results in the area of reading due to the use of a very structured evidence based program. However, the DRT believes that the math portion of the RTI system needs further refinement.

	Data Analysis

	To assist parents with the post-secondary transition process, Todd County Schools encourages parent participation at all ARC meetings. Beginning when the student turns 14, a discussion with parents regarding the student’s transition takes place at the student’s annual review. When the student turns 16, the school begins to invite outside agencies that may assist the student in his/her transition needs. If the agency is unable to attend, materials are obtained from the agency and shared with the parents and student. Parents and students both complete transition surveys which address plans for the student’s career, education, living arrangements, recreation and leisure activities, and need for agency involvement. Information from these surveys helps guide the ARC in transition planning. Further, many transition services are provided to students with disabilities, such as involvement in a regional job and transition fair and tours of local colleges, community colleges, and vocational schools. Parents are always welcome to join their child during these activities. Additionally, this year, parents of all sophomores and juniors were invited to participate in a series of sessions aimed at preparing students for life after high school called “Connect Up.” During these sessions, parents and students received information on financial assistance for post-secondary education, understanding the importance of test scores (ACT) for college admissions, and making healthy choices at college. A transition specialist position was also created this year to assist students and parents with the transition process. It should also be noted that every high school student has access to a laptop computer that may be taken home each day. This not only allows the students access to technology at home, but also the students’ parents. Oftentimes, at ARC meetings, parents are provided with websites where they may obtain additional information regarding transition services for their child. Annually, the district sends out surveys to parents of students with disabilities to obtain input which assists the district in improving special education services. Of the 161 surveys returned last year, 59% of parents stated that their child’s school helps them find resources in the community (after school programs, disability information, community services, etc.) most of the time. Another 28% reported this occurs sometimes. Only 5% felt this rarely occurred. Others were unsure.
