	Data Analysis

	The District Review Team was dismayed to see 99.88% Participation Rate for students with disabilities. There were 854 students enrolled with IEP’s and 853 were tested.  The DOSE is working with the District Assessment Coordinator to track the problem. We want to be certain if it is a systemic problem it is addressed so as not to re occur. If it is human error then we will address the human responsible. The district did not meet AYP in Reading and Math for students with disabilities. The district is in improvement Tier 3- Year 1. Warren Co. has show slight increases in Proficient scores in the last 4 years. The DRT found it difficult to utilize trend data, as it seemed non predictive, up and down. District strengths in closing the gap appear to be in the Elementary grades /schools. Secondary and in particular Middle Schools are challenged to bring their scores up to District expectations. The team feels that efforts for Novice reduction are on track. Administrators distributed data showing each of the 19 schools the number of students who need to score Proficient to continue to close the gap in their building.  Each school actively tracks students by name to monitor their instruction and interventions as they progress from Novice.   Large percentages of difference in scores for Performance were noted in our Region, 40% difference in Reading and 50% difference in Math. Warren Co. Schools would appear as a median district in the Region as to Performance of this sub population. When the DRT looked at where services were provided Collaborative settings had the most successful student numbers while more identified students continued to be at risk for failure in Resource settings. The DOSE along with the Review team looked at Quarterly reports listing Special Education students who had 3 or more D’s and F’s in each Middle and High School. This designation was considered “at risk “.  This greatly increased the awareness level at each school as the data was shared with each Principal, Department Head /Counselor and Consultants. . Warren Central High School developed a Remediation Plan format that other schools went on to use. It included student specific interventions, person’s responsible and timelines for change. This data review allowed us to plot student lists and the team readily could isolate patterns of students perpetuating at risk results and less than able teachers. This allowed for very specific supports and reviews to go on in the Secondary schools. 

The DRT cited two major issues that contributed to our Root Causes of not attaining State targets for success.  . They were the analysis of student work not being systematic and Specially Designed Instruction not always aligned with identified needs and Core Content.

	Explanation and Evidence of Root Causes

	     Failure to match evidence-based instructional practices and interventions to the specific needs of the student is a partial explanation of WCPS Root causes of non-compliance. Failure to consistently increase scores in the content areas across all grade levels for students with disabilities represents the situation better. As with failure to track on going progress to modify instruction we confirm that analysis of student work is not systematic across all grade levels for students with disabilities .In our schools/ levels with the most success for this subgroup – Elementary there are two very defined, nonnegotiable practices required for implementation of the Reading and Math programs. One driving principle is that students must reach mastery before advancing. Students are not given tasks without first being systematically and explicitly instructed. The second factor that greatly influences student academic growth is how a student progresses through content areas. Coaching and advance training is essential for teachers to make instruction rigorous and effective. The DRT consensus is that many of the factors listed above are a part of Differentiated Instruction. DI will have a direct and profound impact on student learning.

	Data Analysis

	 KDE cites the response rate for parents of children receiving special education services who report that schools facilities parent involvement as a means of improving services and results for students with disabilities as 27.90%. The state target was 29.50%. The DRT reviewed information provided by other district personnel involved with parent involvement. Warren County Schools have a myriad of activities to support and increase parent involvement. Each school sends home a newsletter to parents each week either online or hard copy. Our newer schools, South Warren Middle and South Warren High now have Twitter accounts. Our District webpage has been refreshed largely due to the hiring of a full time Public Relations person Ms. Joanie Hendricks who has developed a wide network of educators, parents and instructional support people that she actively solicits for positive stories. Ms. Hendricks also has developed a Spotlight on Students piece that airs weekly on Sam FM and has recently featured one of our students with Special Needs. The WCPS website features the regular links to Schools, Central Office etc. but even more exciting are “live” feeds entitled “This Just In “ and “WCPS News”.   Our Infinite Campus web based Student Data tool has parent portals where they can access a child’s grades etc. Many of the schools have their own website that parents can keep in the loop on current events.  Warren County has participated in the Regional Transition Team since its’ conception through Caveland Cooperative. This group developed parent friendly resource materials that are distributed to parents at ARC’s. The District outsourced the printing on a more substantial weight paper and prepared laminated copies to be used/posted in all the classrooms. The team noted that in reviewing Conference Summary minutes that often options for after high school and support groups were mentioned but not to the extent we want.  Warren County has many excellent teachers who purposefully develop relationships with their students to enhance their individual family circumstances for the student’s transition and the family’s well being. Our Community Based Work Transition Program continues to grow. We project 27 students to participate in 2010-11 making it necessary to increase from two Job Coaches to three. An annual highlight for many students and families is the Job and Transition Fair sponsored through Caveland Cooperative. Warren County increases the number of participants each year. Honors to all students are echoed through websites and newsletters. These individuals are recognized for their transition experiences through High School Awards programs and Certificates of Achievement from Central Office.  With this being said the DRT cites a sub group of parents who are not accessing technology either because they lack access and/or they lack the confidence to seek training.
