Agenda

Welcome by Debra Myers 

Welcome and introductions were completed.  Caveland Region welcomes three new school psychologists to our group:  Stacey Clinard (Allen), Bhaavana Reddy (Glasgow), & Shawna Gilbert (Warren).  We have had some changing around amongst the districts:  Kristina Sidebottom (Hart) & Shelley Decker (Warren). 
Discussion

1. Record Review related to Evaluations:  Reviewed items 61-69 from record review form.  These items were reviewed so that school psychologist will know what being is looked for.  In addition to the record review form there are eligibility record review addendums that are specific to each disability.  The appropriate form should be used and attached the main record review form depending upon the student’s disability if the student was evaluated in the past year.  A copy of each of these was passed out to the group.  The form is located on KDE’s website.
2. Evaluation Issues: There were some troubling areas when KDE did desk audits across the state.  Difficulties were seen in all regions. A Webinar and letter from KDE will be occurring soon to clarify some issues.  Here is a sample of some of these issues:
· Record review of existing data:  Discussed the conditions when this option is appropriate (e.g. 2 -IQ scores fairly consistent).  Group will share templates of reports by email.
· Classroom performance data:  Discussion that this information now needs to be included for pre-referral interventions.  Some put it on the Referral itself.  Some school psychs are embedding it in the report (e.g. DIBLES, GRADE, GMADE, CBM, etc).  Has to be repeated measures and collected at reasonable intervals. Interventions must occur in general education settings.
· Classroom observations:  Classroom observations are not always being completed for evaluations and re-evaluations.  KDE expects at least 2 per evaluation or re-evaluation.  Deb Myers suggested 4 or more in a variety of settings for behavioral issues.  May need to develop a training so educators not relying on antidotal method only.  This may be important to document adverse effect on educational performance- time sample with peer comparison. School psychology group may want to develop a regional training that all can use within districts.  Other school personnel need to be trained so not just school psychologist doing observations.
· MMD and adaptive behavior (use of SEM):  Both IQ and AB measures need to be 70 or below.  Only use of SEM when other assessment data supports- cannot use routinely for those students who barely miss cut off.
3. Testing Lending Library:  Caveland is in the position to update some tests; however, they need to be ones not routinely in the districts and ones that folks will check out.  Possible ones to order include:  BRIEF, ADOS, ASDII,  NEPSY2 & WMS.
4. FBA vs. BSP:  Debra Myers led a discussion about the differences between FBA and BSP.  Some professionals are incorporating them into one document.  This is not a recommended best practice --- FBA is the assessment piece, BSP is the instructional piece.  An analogy could be made between Psycheducational Report and IEP.  Both are separate documents but one leads to the other.  If put together too much information and instructional strategies will be lost in the paper shuffle.  BSP is a living document and instructional staff need access to it to follow with fidelity.  Different formats were discussed and decided to collect and post on Caveland Website for people to choose.
