The morning session will feature a mechanical engineer, a mathematician with specialty in statistics, and the plant manager from Berry Plastics-Tapes and Coatings Division which is located in Franklin, KY.  This plant leadership team will discuss how mathematics, statistics, problem solving, and literacy are critical to the success of their business.  They will share various 21st century skills currently in practice and identify and discuss skills that will be outdated by the time many of our students complete high school. 
The afternoon session will showcase the work of a consortium of high school mathematics teachers in the GRREC region who have just finished a three-year grant project called MATH SACK.  These teachers will share their fifth unit on Probability and Statistics.  This unit was constructed around KY Core Content for Probability and Statistics with essential elements for 21st century rigor and relevance.  Joined by GRREC staff, teachers will model the lessons from the Probability and Statistics unit which incorporate “power” or “key” standards (identified through efforts sponsored by the KY Department of Education) for high school mathematics and literacy.   In addition, participants will receive full copies of Algebra I Units on Equations, Linear Functions, Systems of Equations, Non-Linear Functions, and Probability and Statistics including student work samples and assessments.
