Describe the whole as two of, or four of the shares. Understand for these examples that decomposing into more equal shares creates smaller shares.

	Warm Up Activity: Read the book “The Little Red Hen” to students.  Have a quick discussion about whether or not the animals in the book shared the work equally?  Discuss what the hen might have done differently in the end, if the some of the animals had shared the work with her?  Have students pair up and give them a “loaf” of bread for them to fold as you ask the following questions…
     How would the hen have divided the bread if the pig had helped her?
     How would the hen have divided the bread if the pig, the duck and the 
     cat had helped her?

	Activity:  Finding a Half or a Fourth of a Group:  Give each group 12 cookie patterns.  Everyone in the group should color, decorate and cut out the same number of cookies.  Instruct the students to share the work evenly (unlike the animals in The Little Red Hen).
