	Pinpoint behavior(s) of concern: define in observable, measurable terms.





	
	

	Describe baseline data for the behavior:  description of data collection method; results; include temporal patterns.




	
	

	Identify setting events (distal antecedents or ecological variables):  the behavior appears more likely to occur after these recent or current settings, people, or events.


	
	

	Identify antecedents (proximal antecedents):  specific events or people that occur immediately before the behavior that appear to 
serve as a trigger.

	Identify consequences:  events that occur after the behavior that potentially maintain the behavior.




	
	

	Identify potential reinforcers: favorite activities, items, special interests or preferences that may serve to motivate.


	
	

	Consider additional information that may impact behavior:  medical, family, learning styles, interpersonal factors, etc.


	
	

	Generate a hypothesis for function of behavior:  identify the most likely function that the behavior serves:  to avoid; to gain.


	
	

	Identify a replacement behavior: appropriate behavior to be taught to serve the same function as behavior of concern.
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
