
Introduction

What promoted and restricted human settlement after the American Revolution?  Kentucky Core Content states that students will describe how the physical environment both promoted and restricted human activities during early settlement.  We chose to categorize the promotions and restrictions into the following main categories: economic, political, physical geography, religious, and technology/inventions.  By analyzing the primary and secondary source clues that are provided in this lesson, the students will develop an understanding of what promoted and restricted human settlement.

This lesson should take between 3-4 days depending upon the amount of time per class period.  The first day will be focused on hooking the students, connecting their prior knowledge of the vocabulary words promote and restrict, and getting them interested in discovering the mystery behind what promoted and restricted human settlement after the American Revolution.  You will also spend the first day using CODE (Thoughtful Education strategies) to teach the vocabulary.  The second through fourth days will be used to allow time for the students to examine, analyze, and sort their clues into the five main categories.  The final day will be spent taking their knowledge and answering the following higher thinking questions: 1) What clues could fit into more than one category? Justify your placement.  2) What clues did your group struggle with and why? 3) Which promotion or restriction do you think had the biggest impact on human settlement after the American Revolution and why?

Thoughtful Education ---C.O.D.E. CONNECT, ORGANIZE, DEEP PROCESS, and EXERCISE

Teachers may select any combination of strategies in each category of C.O.D.E.. We have chosen the following activities.

CONNECT:

Word Wall:

Have students construct word strips to add the content vocabulary to the word wall. Teacher may have word strips prepared in advance, circulate them throughout and discuss with students then add them to the word wall.

ORGANIZE:

Prioritizing Vocabulary:

Students will determine which words are and sort them as essential, important, or good to know.

DEEP PROCESS:

Visualizing Vocabulary:

Provide students with blank 3X5 cards, on one side students will create a visual image, sketch, or icon representing the word and on the obverse they will write brief explanations to demonstrate their understanding.

EXERCISE:

Peer Practice:

A reciprocal learning strategy in which students work as peer partners. One student serves as a coach, the other as player. While the player works to define key terms from the unit, the coach provides assistance, feedback, and praise. Students then reverse roles. Students may use the flash cards created for deep processing with this strategy.

**Vocabulary will need to be taught prior to the lesson.  


	4. The Lesson Hook   (Encountering the Problem)

	**PowerPoint provided to help you guide your lesson.  

Play Movie Maker

**Please note, the moviemaker is intended to be funny in nature.  It is really to capture the attention of the students and to spark interest in what is going to be taught.

The Movie Maker will end with a question that prompts the students to “Write about a time that something or someone stood in the way of you getting what you wanted.”

Give the students a moment to write down their response.  Allow the students time to share their response with a friend.  

Prompt the students to work with a buddy to respond to the following statement:  “Think of a time when you have needed help from someone or something to get what you wanted.  Be ready to share with class!”
Write the words PROMOTE and RESTRICT on the board.  

Write student responses on board.  Encourage the students to tell you whether or not their response belongs under “promote” or “restrict.”

Allow the students some time to create a definition for “promote” and “restrict.”  Write a few student responses on the board.

Ask students think about what they have learned throughout this year’s American History class. Ask them to brainstorm anything that they remember that might be an example of something being promoted or restricted throughout history.  Prompt them to think about the following time periods to help jump start their thinking: Native American Migration, Exploration, Colonization, and Revolution.    Take answers from the students and record on the board.


	5.  Examining and Interpreting the Clues  (Include all clues or sources that students will use to answer the mystery. Include directions for students, amount of time required, resources needed, specific instructions for implementing the lesson, etc.) 

	After completing the hook, here are the steps.
**Before the lesson 
1. Arrange the classroom so that students can sit comfortably around a large floor map picturing the physical features of the US (preferably 40” by 60”).  If one isn’t available improvise by designating certain areas to be used for the Appalachian Mtns, Ohio River, etc…)
2. To prepare the clues in the clue packets, you’ll need to print each individual clue. These clues will be located in the file named “Westward Expansion Clues.”  The clues will be found in individual folders.  The folders will be labeled by clue number.  

i.e. Clue # 1 will contain all of the clues needed to put in Clue Packet #1.

Once you’ve printed the clues, simply place them in a packet/envelope/baggie of choice. Then, label the outside of each packet with the corresponding clue number.  

3. Place one set of clues at each of the following locations.  
#1  Upper Appalachians (Proclamation of 1763 line)
#2  Cumberland Gap (Boone’s Wilderness Road)
#3 Louisiana (Louisiana Purchase)

#4  Lewis and Clark

#5 Roads

#6  Erie Canal

#7  Manifest Destiny

#8 Mormon Persecution (Trail)

#9  Gold Rush

#10  Oregon Territory (Acquisition of Oregon Country)

#11  Wyoming (Transcontinental Railroad)
4.  Put students into heterogeneous groupings of three.  Assign each student to a role 

as follows: Navigator, Data Collector, Archaeologist.  (Handouts at the end of this document.) 
Then pass out the following research tools to each student/group:  

GO WEST RESEARCH COLLECTION CHART  (one per student)

GO WEST DIRECTIONS (one per group)

GO WEST JOURNEY—FINAL ORGANIZER (one per student)

5. Job responsibilities:
Navigator:  aka. Group Leader, keep group on task and double check with teacher to verify clue location

Archaeologist:  retrieves clue and returns clue once finished

Data Collector:  make sure each group member is completing the Organizer correctly

Teacher will assign each group a location for which to start.  The archaeologist then pulls the clues from the envelope and returns the clues when the group is finished analyzing them.  The data collector’s responsibility is to make sure that each group member records the analysis in the appropriate place on the graphic organizer.  These jobs will rotate when they switch clues.  
**MAKE SURE TO EMPHASIZE TO THE STUDENTS TO LOOK AT EACH PICTURE BEFORE READING THE LITERATURE IN THE CLUE PACKET! 

6. Each group will be given 5-7 minutes at each location to analyze the clue and record their analysis in the graphic organizer.  **Teachers, you decide how much time should be allotted based on the needs of your students.
7. At the end of the allotted time, the archaeologist returns the clues to the envelope.  Next, the students will read the “Go West Directions” to find the location of their next clue.  The navigator will confirm the next location BEFORE retrieving the next clue by confirming next location to the answer sheet in the front of the room.   ANSWER SHEET at the end of this file. 
 They will then repeat the entire process (step 5) again with each new clue.
8. Once the students have analyzed all 11 clues, they are ready for the next step.

9. The next step will be for the group to complete the “Go West Journey—Final Clue Organizer.”  On this sheet, the students will decide which clues are examples of “promote” or “restrict.”  They will then put those clues into one of these five categories:

· Economics

· Political

· Physical Geography

· Religion

· Technology/Inventions

Be sure to read the questions at the bottom of the page to help keep the kids focused on what their final assessment will be.   GO WEST JOURNEY—FINAL ORGANIZER at the end of this file. After the groups have completed the Final Organizer, put the three Final Assessment Questions on the board. (in Power Point).

1.  What clues could fit into more than one category?  Justify your placement.

2. What clues did your group struggle to place?  What were some of your struggles?  

3. Which promotion or restriction had the biggest impact on human movement and settlement?  Why?

**Be sure to go over the scoring guide prior to the students answering questions.
**This is meant to be very challenging.  They may need to review vocabulary learned prior to the lesson.

**Allow the students to use any resource necessary to find the geographic location. (books, maps, atlas, etc.)

	7.  Explaining the Hypothesis  (What product will students use to explain their hypothesis?  Include the rubrics for assessment of products and student self-reflection.)


	When the groups complete their “Go West” journey through all the clues, they will then be given a copy of the Promote or Restrict Organizer.  The group will need to complete the organizer together placing the clues in the appropriate section on the organizer.  Once the organizer is completed, each student will need to spend a few minutes independently answering the questions attached to the organizer.  

**This can be an alternate option for culminating activity.  

Students will choose one clue example where movement was restricted.  They will design an advertisement for more people to settle in the west.  Their advertisement must include:

· An acknowledgement of the restrictions that may prevent movement (i.e. mountains)

· A suggestion for a method of promotion to overcome the restriction (i.e. railroads)
