Making the Conics Card Sort
· I used an Avery Template that had 15 cards per page (5 equation per type of conic section- cards for equation, graph, and descriptive clues).
· To get the equations to “look good” I used Wolfram Alpha
· If you create a free account on Wolfram Alpha, it will allow you to type in any equation.  For example:  In the search box once on the site, I typed in the following: 
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· After entering the equation, the website will provide details about the circle.  From those details, I “snipped” both the equation and the graph for my card sort.  
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· Using this process, I was able to easily get 2/3 of the card sort completed by just snipping images and pasting them into my Avery template on Word.

· For the remaining column- I just simply typed in data relevant to each graph.  

· This was used in a collaborative Algebra 2; however, its diverse enough to work for most levels of Algebra 2.
