Resolution concerning the Alternative Route to Teacher Education


Be it resolved that prior to admission to the Alternative Route to Teacher Education/Master of Arts in Education program for mathematics, a prospective student must have passed the PRAXIS Mathematics Content examinations (0061 and 0063) and must have at least one of the following

(1) A Bachelor of Arts or Bachelor of Science degree in Mathematics with a GPA of  at least 2.5 in all mathematics courses at or above the level of Calculus I and a graduation date at least one full year prior to admission to the program.

(2) Special approval by the Graduate Committee of the Department of Mathematics.

Be it further resolved that prior to admission to the Alternative Route to Teacher Education/Master of Arts in Education program, a prospective student seeking middle school certification in mathematics must already have a Bachelor’s degree awarded at least one year prior to admission to the program, must have passed the PRAXIS Middle School Mathematics examination and must have either

(1) Completed Mathematics for Elementary Teachers I and II, College Algebra, statistics, and calculus with a minimum GPA of 2.5 in these courses, or
(2) Received special approval from the Department of Mathematics
