The Physics Department faculty will review your transcripts to make sure that you have the academic background that they have determined necessary to recommend you as a candidate to the alternative route program.  
1. The student must pass the PRAXIS II (10265) Physics content examination (Qualifying score of 133)  Check with www.ets.org for updated Praxis information. 
2. The student must have achieved one of the following:

a) A baccalaureate degree in Physics 

OR

b) Completion (with a minimum GPA 2.5) of at least 27 hours of undergraduate Physics courses and laboratories including the equivalent of the following:

· Physics 250/251 University Physics I and Laboratory (with calculus)

· Physics 260/261 University Physics II and Laboratory (with calculus)

· Physics 270/271 University Physics III and Laboratory (with calculus)

· Physics 320 Introductory Modern Physics I

· 3 Upper Division Physics Laboratory courses

· At least three Upper Division Physics courses among the following:

· Physics 330 Thermodynamics

· Physics 340 Circuit Theory and Electronics

· Physics 350 Classical Mechanics I

· Physics 420 Applications of Modern Physics I

· Physics 430 Applications of Modern Physics II

· Physics 440 Electricity and Magnetism I

· Physics 445 Electricity and Magnetism II
