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)Prompt:  The amount of assistance or guidance the trainer must use for the learner to accomplish the task.
Independent – The student is able to perform the task on his/her own with no prompts or assistance.
1. *Indirect:  The teacher tells the student that something is expected, but not exactly what (e.g., “Now what?” “What’s next?” etc.) or uses body language (e.g., expectant facial expression, questioning hand motion with a shrug, etc.).
2. *Direct Verbal:  The teacher tells the learner what to do so that he/she successfully completes the targeted response.  Somewhat like “talking them through it.” (e.g. “Get out paper and pencil”)
3. Echoic:  The teacher says the target response word for word (e.g. “Cup”)
4. Visual:  The teacher provides the learners with visual examples of the correct target skills (e.g. checklists, pictures/photographs, written instructions).
5. Textual:  The teacher uses written words to evoke the target skill (e.g. written word on a card)
6. *Gesture:  The teacher uses hand or body movement in some way to indicate the target skill to the learner (e.g. pointing, sweeping hand).
7. Positional/Proximity: The teacher places (or positions) the correct item closer to the student to indicate the correct target skill (e.g. placing cup close to student near dominate hand).
8. *Modeling:  The teacher demonstrates a target skill that the learner is expected to imitate.  The teacher uses her own materials and may work along side the learner.
9. *Partial Physical:  The teacher uses minimal physical assistance or guidance (e.g. taps, nudges, light pushes) to help the learner complete the target skill correctly.
10. *Full Physical: The teacher physically guides (e.g. Hand-over-hand) the learner to complete the target skill correctly.

Note: * Indicates those prompts that are more traditional identified in prompting sequences.
