The Impact Geographic Features on the Civil War

Deborah Strubler & Laureen Laumeyer


This lesson focuses on geographic features and their effect on who won the Civil War.  The main idea of the lesson is to allow students to solve the mystery question; What Geographic Feature had the greatest impact on who won the Civil War? Students will solve this mystery question using clues posted in six rotating stations.  Using primary sources of pictures and maps, students will work in small groups to make a prediction based on what they observed.  Students will confirm or refute their prediction based on a Reading for Meaning activity.  Individually, students will make a conclusion by summarizing the impact of the geographical feature.  They will do this for all six locations/stations.  


The assessments and self-reflection will be interactive and self-reflective activities.  Students will work with their groups to prioritize the importance of human and physical characteristics on the Civil War.  Working corporately with their groups, students will persuade the remainder of the class on their perspective.  Students will demonstrate their individual understanding through writing an article to demonstrate their understanding and/or an open response question.     


This Mystery Lesson involves four to five – forty-five minute class sessions to complete. Day one will hook the students and introduce essential vocabulary.  Day two and three will have the students exploring the mystery question through rotation stations.  Day four and five will be used for group presentation and individual assessment.   


In closing, this is a Mystery Lesson that aligns itself with Kentucky fifth grade Core Content and Program of Studies.  It is filled with engaging clues that will invite children each day to learn the history of their country and understand the importance geography plays in historical events.

	3.  Critical Vocabulary     (What vocabulary will they need to know?  How will you teach it?) 


	Main Idea:  Geography
Human Characteristics (roads, bridges, railroads, telegraph lines, buildings, government, religion)
Physical Characteristics (major landforms, major bodies of water, weather)
After the Video hook, then complete steps 1 - 3
1.  Students will be given a set of geography pictures and asked to classify them into categories of their choosing.  Allow students to share how they classified their pictures.

2. Provide students with the following definitions:
~Physical Characteristics include climate, landforms, soil, vegetation, and animal life.
~Human Characteristics include languages, religions, political systems, economic systems, settlement patters, transportation networks, and other manifestations of human activity.  
3. Have students classify their pictures into the categories of Physical and Human.  Allow students to share and explain their reasoning for each classification.


	4. The Lesson Hook   (Encountering the Problem) 

	MovieMaker Video
Students will be exposed to a short 3 minute video with random pictures of the American Civil War with the following posing question:

* What geographic feature had the greatest impact on who won the Civil War?


	5.  Examining and Interpreting the Clues (Include all clues or sources that students will use to answer the mystery. Include directions for students, amount of time required, resources needed, specific instructions for implementing the lesson, etc.) 

	This lesson is designed for 4 - 5 class periods of 45 minutes each.
Day One

I. Lesson Hook – Video (see above) (5 minutes)

II. Vocabulary Lesson – Steps 1 – 3 (see above) (15 minutes)
III. Explain/Model procedure for Station Rotations (10 minutes)
· You will want to have your students divided into 6 groups.

· Each group of students will be given a map of the United States with latitude and longitude lines.  (Page 56) 
· Each student will need 6 copies of the Graphic Organizer (one for each station) (Page 10)
· Each group will be given a card with an absolute location.  The group will work together to find that location on their map.  This will be the starting location (station) for that group. (Page 57)
· Students will move to that station to begin the Examining and Interpreting the Clues.

Expectations for Small Group Work:

1. I am responsible for my own work and my own behavior.
2. I will help anyone in my group that asks for help.  However, I realize that some people like to solve the problem on their own and I will allow them the time they need without blurting out the answer.
3. I will ask the teacher for help ONLY when EVERYONE in my group has the same question.
Examining and Interpreting Clues at Each Station
Small Group Work
1. Using a map of the United States with latitude and longitude lines (page 57), students will move to that station/location.

2. Using their graphic organizer (page 10), students will record their absolute and relative location.
3. Students will carefully look at the picture and/or map at each station.  Based on what they observe in the picture, they will make a prediction as to what geographic feature had an impact on who won the Civil War.  Students will record their prediction on their graphic organizer.

4. Students will do the “Reading for Meaning” at each station.  After reading, they will confirm or refute their prediction.  They will support their answer with examples from the text.

Independent Work
5. In their own words, students will summarize why this geographical feature had an impact on who won the Civil War.

Day Two

II. The station/location will have the coordinates of where they are to go next.
III. Repeat Examining and Interpreting Clues at Each Station (see above) for three rotations (15 minutes per station for a total of 45 minutes)
· You may want to use a timer and/or bell to let the students know when it is time to rotate to the next Station.
IV. Formative Assessment:

· Have students share their Conclusion Summaries on their graphic organizers. 

Day Three

I. Have students return to the station/location they were at yesterday. The station/location will have the coordinates of where they are to go next.
II. Repeat Examining and Interpreting Clues at Each Station (see above) for two rotations (15 minutes per station for a total of 30 minutes)
· You may want to use a timer and/or bell to let the students know when it is time to rotate to the next Station.
III. Provide each group with a Priority Pyramid Graphic Organizer (page 13)  
· Have them work together as a group to prioritize the geographic features from least to most important impact on who won the Civil War.  
· Explain that their group will have 2 minutes tomorrow to present their Priority Pyramid to the whole class and attempt to persuade the rest of the class.
· Allow them the remainder of the class period to complete the Priority Pyramid (15 minutes)
IV. Formative Assessment – Group Priority Pyramid
Day 4

I. Allow Groups to present their Priority Pyramid and justify their reasoning (15 minutes)
II. After student groups have explained their hypothesis have each student use his/her vocabulary pictures to write an article to address this prompt: (page 16)
You are a newspaper reporter in 1865.  Write an article for the local newspaper to inform the readers what impact geographical features (include both human and physical characteristics) had on winning the Civil War.  

III. Have students use their pictures to illustrate their article.

· Display articles.

· Students may need additional time complete article.  It could be assigned as homework.

Day 5 
I. Share articles with whole group  (15 minutes)
II. Have students complete “Top Secret” as a self-reflection assessment (page 14, Rubric page 15)  (30 minutes)

· An article using vocabulary pictures on human and physical characteristics to inform the reader on the impact each geographical feature had on the Civil War
· A self-reflection article

· A Priority Pyramid to prioritize the geographic features from least important to most important impact on who won the Civil War.

  The Civil War was the most destructive war in history.  More Americans died in this war than in any other war.  The war began on April 12, 1861, at Fort Sumter.   


Fort Sumter was built after the War of 1812 as a series of fortifications (forts designed to protect an area) on the southern U. S. coast.  The fort was a five-sided brick structure, 170-190 feet long, with five-foot thick walls.  It was designed to house 650 men and 135 guns.  It was built on a sandbar in the harbor of the town of Charleston, South Carolina.  


South Carolina was very angry at the Union and had seceded (left) the Union.  Union (North) soldiers stayed at Fort Sumter.  The Confederates (South) wanted them to leave Fort Sumter.  The Confederates would not let any supply boats near the fort.  They told Union General Anderson to surrender (give up).  He refused.  So on April 12, 1861, Confederate General Beauregard (BOH-ruh-gahrd) fired cannons at Fort Sumter.  After 34 hours of firing, the fort went up in flames.  General Anderson surrendered.


The Confederates held the fort for a long time, until William T. Sherman’s Union Army got near the fort.  The Confederates ran away from the fort.  When the Civil War ended, Fort Sumter was in ruins.  The U.S. Army worked to restore it as a useful military installation.

The Battle of Gettysburg was found on July 1 – 3, 1863 in and around the town of Gettysburg, Pennsylvania.  It was the battle with the largest number of casualties in the American Civil War and is often described as the war’s turning point.   

 
On July 1, Confederate forces marched in on the west side of Gettysburg.   Some experts (person with special knowledge) say the troops were going to Gettysburg for supplies.  Other experts say the troops were on a reconnaissance mission (to get information on the enemy).  The Union fired upon the Confederates.  The Union forces made a three mile long defensive (defending) position.  The position looked like a fishhook.  The physical geographic features of this fishhook were Culp’s Hill, Cemetery Ridge, and Spangler’s Spring.  As the sun set on July 1, 1863, the Union Troops had positioned themselves on a key piece of geography.  They were located on top of Culp’s Hill and Cemetery Ridge.  Being on this high ground would prove to be a deciding factor in the next two days of fighting.  This ridge ran up to Big and Little Round Top and was elevated land. Even though the Confederates would claim victory to the first day of fighting, the Union’s position on elevated ground proved to win the battle by day three.

          On July 2, General Lee (South) ordered attacks on the Union.  The battle was fought through a peach orchard and a wheat field.  The Confederates attacked Little Round Top (hill).  The Union rallied to hold on to Little Round Top.

           On July 3, the Union led a counterattack.  General Lee ordered General Pickett to attack the center of the Union line.  At a little after three in the afternoon, Pickett gave the order.  “Up men, and to your posts!  Don’t forget today that you come from old Virginia.”  General Pickett charged over open fields, only to have the entire division slaughtered at Gettysburg.


Because of the Union’s position on elevated land, the Union was able to win the Battle of Gettysburg.  This battle became a turning point in the Civil War.

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Day 3

http://www.pbs.org/civilwar/war/map14.html

Harpers Ferry, Virginia

The Civil War was disastrous for Harpers Ferry, which changed hands between the Union and Confederate troops eight times between 1861 and 1865.  Because of the town’s strategic location on the railroad and the Shenandoah Valley, both Union and Confederate troops moved through Harpers Ferry frequently.  


Harpers Ferry was a place where weapons and military needs were made (arsenal).  It was also a place where weapons and military needs were stored (armory). Both the Union and Confederate troops used this location to supply troops with weapons as they quickly marched into battle.  


The armory at Harpers Ferry was located beside the Potomac River which helped to defend it from one side.  The B & O Railway ran along the area to help with transportation and well as the Potomac and Shenandoah Rivers.  Mountains surrounded almost all of this area which helped to defend.


Harpers Ferry is known for John Brown, an abolitionist (a person who fights against slavery), who led some African American slaves in a revolt against the arsenal at Harpers Ferry.  It was unsuccessful and several people were killed.

          Richmond, Virginia was the capital of the Confederate (Southern States) of America.  The city was built on seven hills on the north side of the James River.  This is the most navigable (travel by water) point of the James River. This region includes the James River, Appomattox River, and the Chickahominy River.

        One of the main reasons the capital of the Confederacy was moved from Montgomery, Alabama, to Richmond, Virginia, was the Tredegar Iron Works. The iron works made the plating for the first Confederate ironclad warship.  The iron works also made 1,100 artillery (weapon) pieces, and giant rail-mounted cannon.  Steam locomotives were produced here too.

        When defeat for the Confederacy was certain, General Lee ordered evacuation (emptying) of Richmond.  All law and order disappeared.  Roaring fires were set by the retreating (removing) Confederates.  These fires destroyed nine hundred buildings.  The fires swept northwestward from the riverbank and destroyed paper and flour mills, powder magazines (storage rooms), arsenals (where weapons are made), two railroad depots (stations), banks, hotels, stores and houses.

“Grant has the bear by the hind leg, while Sherman takes off its hide,” stated President Lincoln after Union General William Tecumseh Sherman had captured Atlanta.  General Sherman had captured Atlanta by marching his army through the heart of Georgia.  He was going all the way to the coastal town of Savannah.  


Since General Sherman was deep in enemy territory without supplies or communication with the Union Capital in Washington, D.C., Sherman had a problem.  He would not be able to communicate with the Union Capital and his army would be cut off from supplies on the march to Savannah.  Sherman’s Army would have to live off the land in the South after the 20 days of rations were consumed (gone).  The fertile, enemy farms would provide food for the Sherman’s Army.  Sherman’s Army destroyed railroads, telegraph lines, cotton gins, and mills on the march.  The army burned bridges, flooded rice fields, and blocked roads to the city of Savannah.  Sherman did this to destroy the South’s ability to get supplies to soldiers.  It also depleted their food supplies and caused them to have a lack of communication.  Sherman himself estimated the cost to have been $100 million in destruction.  The Army wrecked 300 miles of railroads and numerous bridges and miles of telegraph lines.  It seized 5,000 horses, 4,000 mules, and 13,000 head of cattle.  It destroyed cotton gins and mills.  Sherman destruction destroyed the South’s ability to wage war.   


On December 21, 1864, Sherman telegraphed President Lincoln, “I beg to present you a Christmas gift the City of Savannah, with one hundred and fifty guns and plenty of ammunition, also about twenty-five thousand bales of cotton.”  General Sherman had captured Savannah.

        Lincoln could not find the general he needed.  Because of this, he could not find a way to take Vicksburg, Mississippi, which he believed was central to the Union victory.  Vicksburg was the nail head that held the South’s two halves together.  Vicksburg was the key city that guarded the Mississippi River.

       While the Confederates had control of Vicksburg, the Union could not travel down the Mississippi River.  The Confederates had control of the mouth of the Red River and Port Hudson.  The Confederates used this location to get agricultural supplies from the states west of the river.  The Union wanted control of the Mississippi River to block the Confederated from getting necessary supplies.  

       Vicksburg was located on a high bluff overlooking a horseshoe-shaped bend in the river.  Vicksburg was surrounded by a peninsula, swamp, and bluffs.  There were poor roads, many streams, and winter flooding.

        Lincoln found his general.  A man named Ulysses S. Grant.  Grant gained control of the river by defeating Lt. Gen John C. Pemberton’s forces stationed at Vicksburg.  With the control of the Mississippi River, the South was split in two and the North had control of transportation on the entire Mississippi River.
