Session 1 - Getting the Most From Your ACT Explore and ACT Plan Reporting Package

Educators will be able to describe ACT’s definition of college readiness, explain ACT’s College and Career Readiness System and understand how ACT Explore and ACT Plan fit in that system. Educators will learn to find key data points in the ACT Explore/ACT Plan Student and School Reports and how to translate those data points into insights about curriculum, instruction and support at the district, school, and classroom levels. Data can be used to assist individual students and groups with academic interventions as well as high school, college and career planning. Attendees may want to bring their profile summary reports, item response summary reports, and intervention rosters for reference.
Session 2 - ACT Explore and ACT Plan Instructional Support Workshop

                   12:30 – 4:30 p.m. CDT at the GRREC Office & Training Facility

This session is designed to help educators make data-informed decisions using ACT solutions to improve learning for their students. This interactive workshop will teach educators how to find key data points in their ACT solutions reports and improve teaching and learning. Educators will be able to describe ACT’s definition of college readiness, explain ACT’s College and Career Readiness System, and identify key characteristics of the assessments (e.g., test specifications) to build their assessment literacy. Using ACT’s Core Practice Framework as a way to organize their efforts and responses to data, educators will develop insights about curriculum, identify implications of the data for classroom and formative assessment, and examine classroom instruction. Finally, educators will identify implications for student intervention and support structures through the analysis of data. It is recommended that attendees have participated in the Data Workshop Series prior to participating in this session. Attendees should bring their profile summary reports, item response summary reports, and intervention rosters for reference.
