· Analyze a lesson for rigor, relevance, DOK levels, and coherence with Quality Core course standards

· Apply strategies from the Educator’s Toolbox, Quality Core resources, and scaffolding techniques to make the lesson rigorous, relevant, and accessible to all students

· Become more experienced in using the Rigor/Relevance Template to examine student work and consider ways to use the template with PLCs; examine what student work can tell you about students’ knowledge, misconceptions, and learning needs

· Analyze Constructed Response items using ACT Quality Core rubrics; describe how Constructed Response items can be used to increase rigor in the classroom

· Use the Quality Core Test Blueprint to review the percentages of items found at each DOK level; discuss classroom assessment and instructional implications
· Analyze sample items from the Formative Item Pool for DOK levels
