Green River Regional Educational Cooperative is pleased to offer a two-day training on preventing bullying in elementary schools.
The National School Safety Center (NSSC) has called bullying the most enduring and underrated problem in U.S. schools (Beale, 2001).  While many schools have attempted to decrease bullying through the use of a variety of programs, in actuality, many bully prevention programs are either ineffective, only show change in verbal behavior, or inadvertently result in increases in relational aggression and bullying (Merrell et al., 2008).  For example, programs that primarily focus on the students who engage in bullying and those who are bullied have more limited effects than programs that tap into the power of the bystander to stop bullying from occurring.  The major focus of this two-day training is to provide participants with the knowledge, and tools to develop to implement bully prevention strategies.  These strategies can be incorporated within the PBIS framework.  The focus is the critical role of the bystander in the bullying process.
Presenters Liz Brewer and Dr. Kelly Davis, GRREC consultants, will provide participants with information:
1. Logic for investing in bully prevention

2. Core skills for student orientation

3. Core elements for faculty orientation

4. Role of data use before, during, and after implementation

5. Steps for advanced supports (Tier 2/3)

6. Steps of bully prevention implementation within the PBIS framework

In addition, one school will share their experiences in integrating bully prevention strategies within the context of PBIS implementation.
