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A Day of Discovery with Hall Davidson

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He’s back and it’s a whole new Day of Discovery with Hall Davidson!  Hall began teaching in 1971. He taught middle and high school English, mathematics, Spanish, and bilingual mathematics. Hall’s presentation at GRREC will encompass two hot topics for LMS, the first Assess This!  The New Kinds of Tools for New Kinds of Learners.  In this portion of Hall’s Keynote address, he will be leading our learning down the path of spectacular tools for teaching and learning that have been produced during the digital age.  The tools include innovative uses for free Web 2.0 sites, mobile devices, and traditional applications like PowerPoint, Moviemaker, and Google Search.  Real learning can be formatively assessed more quickly and with greater benefits for learners. They match learners native to the touch screen, who create videos for YouTube, texts on a mobile, and stream video from everywhere. There¹s no reason these skills and tools can¹t be used in assessment.   Second on Hall’s list of hot topics will be Making Mobile Media Meaningful.  Our learning will continue with discussions of Tablets, mobile phones, and iPads and how these devices can create and share media (video and audio) in the extended learning anywhere/anytime world. Learn how to send images/videos/audio to common, free "channels" to support classrooms, projects, or entire schools. Use QR codes in surprising ways.  Learn about video applications and audio for "dead" phones.  Teachers can receive videos, edit and comment, and send them back---all via mobile.  Finally we will explore apps that do chromakey ("green screen") editing, sharing, stop-motion, effects, build previews, and much, much more.    
In addition, a Discovery Education Team of Professional Development Consultants will lead the learning of a model lesson aligned with the AASL Standards; the effective use of MediaShare in the role of LMS; and a Digital Treasure Hunt!
