Jane has an undergraduate degree in elementary education from the University of Kansas, a M.A. in Speech Pathology and Audiology from the University of Illinois and has taken additional post-graduate courses at various prestigious universities. She has worked as a speech pathologist and AT resource with individuals from “birth to earth” having significant sensory motor differences and autism and was the principal investigator of a three year research project that led to the development of Every Move Counts: a sensory based approach to communication.  She has written other books and is a founding member of QIAT (Quality Indicators for Assistive Technology), a member of QILT (Quality Indicators Leadership Team) and a board member of the NATE Network (National Assistive Technology in Education). 
About the Presentation:
This is part one of a two-day training with the second day to be scheduled after the first of the year.  The two day training will present non-traditional assessment and intervention strategies appropriate for the development of communication in individuals having significant sensorimotor differences, developmental differences, and/or autism.  Information is relevant to the needs of those individuals who are currently unable to communicate their wants and needs spontaneously in their environment, regardless of age or severity of physical and/or cognitive differences. Techniques incorporate current research in the areas of communication, education and sensory processing.  We are encouraging teams of professionals who work with a specific student who meets the above criteria to attend this training.  

Who Should Attend  
Workshop is appropriate for professionals including speech/language pathologists, Special 
Education classroom teachers, occupational therapists, physical therapists, QMRP's, vision therapists, direct care staff, paraprofessionals and parents who live and work with the target population.
Objectives of Day 1:  Participants will be familiar with strategies to:

· Distinguish language from communication and understand the prerequisite skills necessary for each.

· Assess abilities rather than disabilities through a process oriented assessment approach.

· Connect assessment with intervention.

Objectives of Day 2:

· Continue to connect assessment with intervention

· Effectively integrate communication training into daily activities by providing appropriate choice-making opportunities.

· Progress through a hierarchy of alternate and augmentative communication systems in order to identify and provide the system that best meets an individual's needs and abilities.

· Collect, analyze and respond to appropriate data

· Identify the features needed in Assistive Technology and match the AT to the student’s needs.
