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Visual Phonics is a multisensory “tool” that uses a combination of tactile kinesthetic, visual and auditory feedback to assist in the development of phonemic awareness, speech production, and reading skills in children who do not learn readily from traditional reading programs.  
Visual Phonics can help deaf students develop an inner phonological coding related to English structure, while using ASL, sign language or sign supported English as their primary language. This may help to make clearer to deaf students those connections to the parts of spoken words and their structure that often elude them and thereby assist in reading, spelling and phonemic awareness.
At the end of classes, participants will:
· Identify and produce hand cues for Visual Phonics
· Become familiar with Visual Phonics written cues.
· View strategies for using Visual Phonics in the classroom. 
· Access research which supports using Visual Phonics.
· Have everything needed to begin using Visual Phonics in the classroom.
