Jackie has worked in multiple capacities in Breckinridge County over the past 7 years, including low-incidence (FMD) teacher for the last 4 years, 3rd grade general education teacher, and 4th grade self-contained classroom for gifted students.  Jackie is a Safe Crisis Management instructor, active member of the district Autism team, and specially designed instruction coach.   She enjoys learning and teaching faculty effective, educational practices for students with Autism Spectrum disorder levels 2 and 3, to include behavioral supports and technology.  
About the Presentation:
This presentation will focus on getting started with Boardmaker® Studio.  Boardmaker® Studio is a powerful Windows-based software program that can be the ultimate classroom resource.  It has hundreds of time saving templates, gadgets, and tools that can be used to create and adapt materials for students with disabilities.  Also, materials created in Boardmaker® Studio are switch accessible.

Participants will first be given an overview and rationale for using the program.  Second, participants will learn how to open the program, connect to dashboard, create new projects, insert symbols, and create buttons,  Third, participants will learn how to use Symbolate including creating symbol supported text and word prediction.  Fourth, participants will learn how to create projects through templates including communication boards, visual schedules, matching, writing templates and more.  

A final part of the presentation will be an overview of Boardmaker® Plus.  Participants will receive information about the tools and features of Boardmaker® Plus and how it can be adapted for students who are visually impaired including those with cortical visual impairment.
