Overview of Lesson

This mystery lesson will provide students with a unique way of looking at clues and sources from history to learn what caused the Civil War.  The lesson begins with a Movie Maker to hook and increase student interest.  Next, the students will complete and share a reflection organizer.  Once the hook is completed, students will be placed in groups where they will work with partners to develop a hypothesis for what caused the Civil War.  On day one the groups will rotate stations, examine primary and secondary sources, and complete an organizer portfolio.   To signify station switch the teacher needs to utilize a gavel.  On days two and three the students will complete the causes of the Civil War activities whole group.  During days four and five the students will utilize technology to demonstrate their knowledge.   
Assessment for the activity will begin with an informal assessment of the organizer portfolio.  A reflective assessment containing four questions will also need to be completed.  The reflective assessment can be found in step seven of the lesson plan and needs to be completed individually.  Question one of the assessment corresponds with describing various forms of interactions between diverse groups, the production, distribution and consumption of goods, and conflict among groups.  Questions two, three, and four correspond with conflicts between individuals and groups.  An informal assessment will also need to be completed once the students have published, printed and shared their technology projects

Suggestions for the implementation of this lesson would be to break the lesson into five days of activities.  Another suggestion is create each student’s organizer portfolios prior to the lesson.  One could use folders or collate the portfolio together. The maps for station four need to be printed in color or will need to be placed on the Interactive Board.  The teacher will need to prepare in advance a voting box (use a shoe box) for the 1860 election activity.  One final suggestion is that the teacher will need to conduct whole class discussions often.  This will insure that the students are following the correct path and will be able to solve the mystery question.

	4. The Lesson Hook   (Encountering the Problem) 

	· Introduce the topic using Movie Maker: Conflict in our Nation
· Students will complete a self- reflection organizer.

· Explain to students that they have a mystery to solve.  They will use clues to explain 
why our country divided and fought against each other.  

· Students will rotate stations collecting and analyzing data to solve the mystery.  
· Students will complete a graphic organizer portfolio. 



	5.  Examining and Interpreting the Clues (Include all clues or sources that students will use to answer the mystery. Include directions for students, amount of time required, resources needed, specific instructions for implementing the lesson, etc.)

· Teacher will read from Abraham Lincoln by Jane Schott.

Students will then 
analyze data from the 1861 election. (Clue #8)

· United Streaming video clip Civil War, segment State Secession. (Clue #9)

a. After viewing the Movie Maker students will complete the self-reflection organizer
having the students pick either the southern or northern views.
b. Share results with class.
2.  Students will work with group to develop a hypothesis explaining the causes that led to the 
     Civil War. 

   a. Students will develop a hypothesis and journal it in their portfolio.
   b. Share results with class.

3.  Groups will begin rotating to different stations.  Students will carry with them their graphic 
     organizer portfolio.

organizers. (Clue #3)
               c.   Station 3:  Students will identify items/pictures and explain the economic
                     impact on the North and the South.  Students will complete the organizer.
                     (place cotton gin, seeded cotton with southern pictures, and telegraph, 

                     corn on the cob, train whistle and hat with northern pictures) (Clue #4)
               d.   Station 4:  Students will compare and contrast the maps of 1830 – 1860.  
                     Students will discover the most industrialization region by examining 
                     the maps.  Students will record their findings. (Clue #5)     
         Note:  Picture needs to be either printed in color or displayed on Active Board. 

4.  Daily wrap up, allow the groups time to share what they found.
4.   Teacher will complete the reading from the Unite or Die. 
a. Students will complete (How did the county solve its problems?) visual   

 representation handout.
b. Class discusses and shares their illustrations and key vocabulary.

5.  Students will view the United Streaming video showing the making and Completion of the United States     

     Constitution titled Ssssshhhh! We’re Writing the Constitution and video segment How the New Constitution Will      

    Work
a. Students will become founding fathers and replicate the signing of the constitution 
using teacher provided template.  Teacher may use a quill or tape feathers to the students pencils for the signing. (A printable copy of the Constitution has been provided)
6.  Teacher will provide the template for an informal assessment by using the student created vocabulary word   

     search puzzle. See puzzle for directions. 
a. Formal assessment will be completed on the back of the puzzles. (See direction sheet) 
7.  Give each group a copy of excerpts from the Constitution where the students will identify the solutions and  

compare it to their completed graphic organizer.   
8.  Provide students time for reflection and sharing time.  Use the rubric for assessment of group work and self    

      reflection. (Reflections can be completed in student history notebooks.)

9.   Students will return to groups with post it notes and discuss if previous hypothesis was proven.  Those not   

       proven will post notes on graffiti board explaining the change.

	5.  Examining and Interpreting the Clues (Include all clues or sources that students will use to answer the mystery. Include directions for students, amount of time required, resources needed, specific instructions for implementing the lesson, etc.) 

	     Day two and three:  

5.  Day two and three will consist of whole class instruction and activities.
     Review day one before starting day two and three activities.

a. Tell the class that they will explore more clues to help solve the mystery.  First

 the class will analyze maps and read information about the Missouri Compromise 

  and the Kansas-Nebraska Act.  Using the information they will complete the 

                       change over time organizer. (Clue #6)
b. The teacher then will read passages from the book, Abraham Lincoln by Jane A. Schott 

(pages 14-28). The class will illustrate important events from Lincolns life that may have
                       been a cause of the Civil War on the graphic organizer. (Clue #7)   
                       Students will share illustrations.

c. The teacher needs to introduce each candidate of the 1860 election.  The teacher can print   

biographies or show them on the Interactive Board.  Class will then participate in a 
mock election to decide Presidency for the election of 1860.   A shoe box can be used
for the ballot box.  After voting students will analyze data consisting of individual
county and country results from the 1860 election.  (Clue #8)
 Note findings in their organizer portfolio
                d.   Students will view United Streaming video clip Civil War, segment State Secession.

                      Teacher and students will discuss whole group how secession caused conflict.  

                      Discuss important vocabulary. (Clue #9)
6.  Provide students time for reflection.  Use the rubric for assessment of group work and 

     self-reflection.  (Reflections can be completed in student history notebooks) 

7.  Share reflections and have students explain weather their hypothesis was correct or if not 

     have them explain what they learned.  
     Day four and five:

8.  Students will work with their group to create a culminating technology project.  Groups will 
     choose either a Movie Maker, Photo Story, or Power Point showing some causes of the Civil War.  

     The groups will have to demonstrate how: slavery, short term compromise, economic differences,
     Abraham Lincoln, and secession were all causes that led to the Civil War. 

9.  Share technology projects.
10.  Collect student portfolio organizers.




	6. Establishing the Hypothesis (Include the instructions for students as well as a graphic organizer for them to use for collecting data.)

	The students will develop a hypothesis, explaining some of the causes that led to the
Civil War and how the differences between the north and the south caused these events.
Students will examine all clues, while completing visual organizer and notes.
Students will then analyze the graphic organizer and use the evidence to decide  if their hypothesis was confirmed or disproved.


	7.  Explaining the Hypothesis (What product will students use to explain their hypothesis?  Include the rubrics for assessment of products and student self-reflection.)


	Students will be given a rubric for their activity and organizer.  Explain to the students the expectations of the rubric and organizer.  Explain how to state their hypothesis and how
it should be supported by evidence through research of the clues.  

After students have been given adequate time to discover their clues and process their data,
students will present their findings to the class.  The students will give their organizer 

portfolio to the teacher, where it will be informally assessed.  The teacher will score the groups using the provided rubric.

Self-Reflection:  Students will answer a series of questions independently pertaining 
to the completed activity.

1. List 3 or more causes that led to the Civil War.  . 
2. Was your hypothesis supported by the evidence/clues? If not
how has your opinion changed? 
3. In your opinion do you think the war could have been prevented?  

Why or why not?  
4. What part of this activity helped you most understand the problems 

our country faced?
  (Teacher may want to discuss these questions prior to student’s answers.)
A culminating technology group project will also be assessed.
