Expectations and
Communication
Heartland Elementary communicates our ex​pectations for acceptable behavior to all stu​dents. How do we do this? HES has a school wide behavior policy. Our students are taught how to "be responsible", "be respectful", and "be ready to do our best" throughout the school year. Our school wide expectations are as follows:

1. Keep your hands, feet and other objects to yourself.

2. Respect yourself, others and all property.

3. Listen and follow directions the first time they are given by any adult.

4. Use good manners at all times.

5. Be in attendance and exhibit good behav​ior.

6. Be prepared for class and complete all assignments by doing your best.

Our students are also taught what will happen if school expectations are not followed. Teachers use a warning system "that's 1, that's 2, that's 3" with the students before they "pull a card or a star" depending on what the behavior board looks like in each class​room. Parents are notified daily in their stu​dent's planner with regards to their behavior. Teachers place a number in each planner alerting parents how many points were earned for that day. Behavior reward celebrations are provided at the end of each 9 weeks.

The PASS Phases
Phase 1: Pre-placement. Includes identification of student and developing behavior.

Phase 2: Orientation. PASS provides intensive in​dividualized social skills instruction

Phase 3: Maintenance. PASS Coach and Assistant monitor student social and emotional progress in classes and will correct and re-teach replacement behaviors as necessary.

Phase 4: Aftercare. PASS Coach supervises and supports students who have been dismissed from PASS. PASS also provides mentors for students still actively engaged in PASS phases 1-3.

PASS is a process...
PASS is a process for managing the behavior of students identified as behaviorally at-risk or emo​tionally and/or behaviorally disturbed. PASS incor​porates a non-levels based, individualized approach that provides explicit teaching of behavioral expec​tations in mainstream settings. The program uses a Functional Behavioral methodology with daily and weekly behavioral analysis to guide intervention.

PASS will...

PASS will reduce office referrals and suspensions for behaviorally at risk or emotionally and/or behav​iorally disturbed students.

PASS will increase student SUCCESS.

PASS will create a POSITIVE impact in the lives of our Heartland Elementary students.

The PASS Experience
From the eyes of a student... The school year started and I had a new teacher. She seemed different than my old teacher. We spent the first month of school talking about expecta​tions and replacement behaviors. She kept drawing these T charts on the board and ask​ing about stressors in my life. We eventually came up with three behaviors that I wanted to change. We talked all the time about how I could change my behavior and how it's my choice to change. My new teacher promised to help me every step of the way. Before I knew it, I was going out of the special class and into a classroom with a bunch of other students. I made new friends. I learned more about science, writing and math than I ever knew before. My teacher never left me. Every fifteen minutes or so, one of my teachers (PASS Coach or paraprofessional) came to my new class and checked on me. Sometimes they would stay if I needed a little encourage​ment. Sometimes, if I gave them the "help me" signal, the teacher would take me outside and help me talk through my issue. We talked about what I should have done and what I will do next time. I went straight back into the classroom and did my best. I'm happier now than I've ever been. I have someone who believes in me.  Someone who has been with me every step of the way. I am in control of my own behavior. My PASS Coach and para​professional are my lifeline to learning.

Heartland Elementary School has adopted "A POSITIVE APPROACH TO STUDENT SUCCESS (PASS) program to reach students by using proactive strategies to increase positive behaviors in the school setting and in life.

What is PASS?

PASS is about education. It pro​vides social skills instruction and behavioral practice opportunities students need in order to be successful.

Student involvement with PASS at HES:

· Students are included in all as​pects or the program from ori​entation to aftercare.

· Identification is geared toward students whose history indicates a level of behavior that persists despite attempts to provide in​tensive behavior supports.
