Kelly Autism Program  The meeting opened with a presentation by Dr. Marty Boman regarding the Kelly Autism Program (KAP).  She explained that the program serves students who are currently in school as well as those who are attending Western. At the college level, the program not only helps students with academics but also with daily living skills, social skills, and employment skills. They also may provide monetary aid for qualifying students.  When asked, she confirmed the program works with students who fall within the autistic spectrum only.
Election of Secretary  A volunteer for someone to serve as secretary for the RITT meetings was requested. The secretary will be responsible for taking notes during the meetings, typing the notes and disseminating those notes to all members of the RITT. Heather Allen, Logan County High School, volunteered to act as secretary. 
Initiatives
Operation Preparation -  Gives 8th and 10th grade students advising time with a professional from the community.  The purpose of the initiative is to aid school counselors with preparing students to transition to post-secondary education. Activity is scheduled at individual schools for March 12-March 16, 2012. Professionals are encouraged to visit the Kentucky Department of Education website for further information. The website also provides teachers and advisors with an online tool kit for use in the classroom or advisor/advisee setting.
Job and Transition Fair - The Job and Transition Fair at Bowling Green Technical College will be held March 23, 2012. 
Adult Service Provider Workshop – Teams from each school district will work on compiling a notebook of adult service providers in that specific area. Various adult service providers will be in attendance at the workshop to address questions. Teams should ideally consist of Special Education teacher, guidance counselor, pre-school teachers, speech/language pathologists, FMD teachers and others. Team members should be familiar with services currently available and accessed in the community. The workshop was originally scheduled for March 7, 2012, however many schools would be unable to attend due to an overlap with the ACT testing window. After a brief discussion of various possible dates, the workshop is tentatively scheduled for one day between March 27 - May 11, pending availability of meeting rooms. LeAnn Marksberry will check on locations, determine an exact date of the workshop and email cadre members.
Small Group Planning Session- Cadre members split into small groups and discussed possible projects/topics for next year. A brief discussion followed on each proposed topic. Attendees voted.
