· [bookmark: _GoBack]Trainings have been held regarding the first portion of ECERS-3, Interactions.  Part 2 of the ECERS-3 training will focus on Math and Literacy.  There will be on line modules that will focus on routines such as handwashing, toileting, washing and sanitizing of surfaces.
· KISSED training will be held in at least one area of the region this year.  If you have classrooms and/or teachers that are struggling with challenging behavior issues, KISSED is a 5-day training focusing on effective programming for these children.  The five days are spread though out the school year.  Each teacher that attends receives a Second Steps kit as well as most recent research and practical skills to utilize in the preschool classroom.  We hope to have several districts participate during the 2016-17 school year.
